Patents Used on the Model A Ford

Google patent search is an easy to use internet tool that.
That can help with understanding the Model A Ford’s
engineering and construction.

Type this address into an internet browser:

http://www.google.com/patents

If you know the patent number or name of the part you
are looking for then simply type it into the search box.

For a more advanced search use the advanced patent
search button. http://www.google.com/advanced patent_search

You will see many search boxes such as Patent number,
Title, Inventor, File dates, etc. To find Model A Ford era patents.

- Type “Ford” into the Box labeled “Find Results
(with all of the words)”.

- Type “1925 and 1932” into the box labeled
“Return patents filed between”.

Patents dates are sometimes several years before the
actual vehicle model is produced and some patents are issued
years after you find them on the vehicle. So for the Model A good
date searches are from 1925 — 1932.

Some patents found on a Model A are owned by
companies other than Ford so you may search for other brand
names instead for example Briggs, Murray, Sparks Withington
“Sparton”, Zenith, Goodyear. When you inspect a part many will
have patent numbers stamped, casted or on a data plate. This
makes finding it easy, just type the number into the search engine
and you will get the patent.

The better patents have good drawings and show the part
in great detail. Some patents are not exactly like the actual part
produced but are a representation and description of the system or
a styling example.

There are a lot of Accessories; searches for accessories
may lead you years beyond the car’s manufacturing date. Be
careful with this since you may find that your prized period
correct accessory may have been produced much later than you
thought.

For restorers of very rare models with impossible to find
parts there is sometimes enough information in these patents to
determine how it’s built, what is missing, or reproduce what is
needed.

ENGINAIR TIRE PUMP

Growing up in a much more “lean time” in the forties and fifties in
Western Kansas, | well remember the compression tire pumps. Every family
had a manual tire pump which took a lot of effort to air up tires, especially car
tires that were totally flat.

Then someone invented the compression tire pump. With this device
you would remove one of the spark plugs from the car, insert the proper con-
nection in the hole, and route the hose to the tire that was low and attach it to
the tire valve. You would then start the car and the compression from that
one cylinder would gradually air up the tire. This would take 10-20 minutes
depending on how low the tire was. | well remember leaving the basketball
games in Mullinville and there was usually one or more farm families setting
in the car with it running and missing on one cylinder while the tire was aired
up. Inthose days you ran the tires until they were totally worn out and with
little or no tread they seemed to be more apt to pickup nails.

Don Shearer found one of these compression pumps on e-bay, an
Enginair complete with wooden box for storage, a pressure gauge in line, and
a set of adapters for all sizes of spark plug threads. This was a deluxe model.
I have an “econo” model that is nothing more than a hose with a tire valve
receptacle on one end and a 7/8” male thread on the other which fits the
Model A. RG
