 Ken was one of, THE GREATEST GENERA-

TION, that served in WW11, in the Air Corps.  Ken was 

stationed in England as part of the 34th, Bomb Group, 8th 

Air Force and completed 31 bombing missions over Eu-

rope as a navigator in a B17. 

Ken started at the University of Kansas Pharma-

cy School in 1945, where he met Kathleen Wiley.  They 

married in 1947 and after graduation in 1949 they started 

Paxton Drug Store in Anthony.  While there Ken earned 

both an Instrument Flight Rating and Commercial Pilot‟s 

License and maintained a plane at the Anthony Airport.  

They remained in Anthony until 1979 when they sold the 

store and moved to Wichita to operate two pharmacies 

that they owned. In the early eighties Ken purchased a 29

 How “Miss Daisy”, 1928 

Model „A‟ Special Coupe, so named 

by her previous owner, came to be 

part of the Bennett family: 

 “Miss Daisy” who happened to 

be living in North Carolina was pur-

chased on e-Bay, after much haggling 

by Lonnie and Arley Bennett who 

reside in Wellington, Kansas.  The de-

cision was made to take a quick trip 

and pick her up versus having her 

shipped.  We borrowed a heavy wood-

en enclosed trailer, hooked it to the 

pickup and headed south, Memorial 

Weekend, 2010. 

 The first day we were rolling 

along making excellent time until the 

afternoon.  The GPS routed us on a 

short cut and around and around we 

went.  The road was getting narrower 

and the sky getting darker.  We had no 

idea where we were.  After pulling 

over to let a car pass, and we hit a 

chunk of cement hidden in the grass, 

and ruined 2 wheels and tires.  We 

limped to the nearest residence and 

parked in the driveway.  The trailer 

was unhooked after some difficulty 

and stress and then headed for the 

nearest town, Paducah, Kentucky 

which was 25 miles away.  We spent 

Lonnie and Arley setting on the running board. “Miss Daisy” formerly of North Carolina  

the night after a long search for a mo-

tel.  The next morning we searched for 

a tire store, but they didn‟t have the 

correct wheel.  At the 3rd store they 

recommended we visit a certain store 

in Sikeston, Mo., which we had came 

through the day before.

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 Bert and Virginia Courtright joined the club about 

18 years ago after he retired from Western Electric.  During 

these years Bert has owned 5 Model A‟s, the last one a 31 

Tudor which he sold on eBay a couple of years ago. 

 Bert never did have a mainstream interest in working 

on the cars or tinkering with the many ailments that a Model 

A can have.  He didn‟t feel comfortable or safe while driving 

the cars with marginal brakes and steering so he ended up 

selling them. 

 The Courtrights made many friends in the club and 

Bert served as club treasurer for several years so they  

definitely wanted to stay in the club but they didn‟t have a 

Model A . 

  Then, they saw a Shay, reproduction Model A, that 

struck their fancy.  Turn the key and go, hydraulic brakes, 

solid steering, sealed beams and other refinements, but still 

looked like a Model A.  Bert started searching the internet a 

few months ago.  There were several Shay Roadsters for sale 

up and down the east coast but it wasn‟t until December that 

he found one in the Oklahoma City Area.  He won the bid 

and he and Wayne Orr took a trailer and picked it up. A lot 

of the Shay cars were painted yellow but this one happened 

to be red which suited the Courtrights‟ taste just fine.   The 

car is titled “1980 Pinto” and has 6,400 miles on it.  It was 

reportedly owned by an older professional fellow who just 

drove it to special occasions and parades. 

 Bert signed up with the Shay Registry and found that 

he was #784 in the list of current owners. 

 

SO, WHAT IS A SHAY REPRODUCTION MODEL A? 

 In 1978, former GM, Chrysler and Ford engineer, 

Harry Shay, came up with the idea of reproducing a Model 

A Roadster, one of the most popular collector cars affordable 

to the general populace.  He had an agreement with Ford to 

buy Pinto platforms and fit them with a fiberglass Model A 

Body. 

 He also selected a marketing plan with Ford to send a 

roadster to every Ford Dealer in the US.  The idea was to 

enlarge showroom traffic for the dealers and gain exposure 

for the sale of his Shay reproduction Model A Roadster.  His 

plan was to build 10,000 roadsters by the end of 1980 and 

then switch to 55 Thunderbird replicas, and then other popu-

lar models later as production levels were achieved.  The pro-

jected price was $6000 but was increased to $10,000 within 

the first year of production.  The company actually had or-

ders for the cars in the amount of $20,000.000 before produc-

tion began. 

 Rather than a production line the cars were hand as-

sembled with teams of six workers.  This system was plagued 

with problems so by mid 1980 it was switched to a produc-

tion line.  The company did reach a few over 5,000 roadsters 

COURTRIGHTS’ SHAY 

in „80 but sales tapered off rapidly after that.  With produc-

tion problems and the lack of sales the company filed for 

bankruptcy in ‟82. 

 In 1983 another company operating under Camelot 

Motors Corp purchased the Shay tools and continued to make 

a few cars until 1986 when they called it quits.
