Turn Signal Buzzer                                             Photos taken by Roger Graham 

Over the last 20 years many Model A owners have added turn signals to their cars for obvious rea-

sons.  The signals operate well but there is one small problem.  The interior pilot light is somewhat obscured 

and since the switch is non-canceling like modern cars it is a problem to remember to turn them off after a 

turn.  It is common to continue on a great distance with the signal still on which gives other motorists errone-

ous signals as to your intent. 

It is very easy to add a mini buzzer to the circuit to provide an audible tone that will remind you to 

turn off the signal.  Radio Shack buzzer  #273-054 for 6 volts or #273-055 for 12 volts.  The price is $3.59 

each. 

The buzzer has just two wires, red & black.  I attached the red to the center terminal on the flasher 

unit although I think it will work either way. The second wire is then grounded. 

On our Town Sedan the wire harness and flasher unit were very close to the left hand kick panel.  I 

was able to fasten a wire terminal to the red wire and wedge it into the back side of the flasher socket and 

then ground the other wire on a kick panel screw.  Since the buzzer weighs so little, I took a piece of duct 

tape and taped one of the mounting tabs to the kick panel. Itôs been that way for over a year now and works 

just fine.  It would also be possible to tie wrap the buzzer to the signal harness depending on the location. 

This buzzer is plenty loud in the sedan but if you want something louder for an open or noisy vehicle 

there is a much louder piezoelectric buzzer available for about two bucks more.  This is also available at Ra-

dio Shack. 

 

A WORD OF CAUTION:   After you install the buzzer, particularly on a 6 volt system, I would recommend 

that you not attempt to use your 4 way flashers.  To do so may cause a short in the flasher unit and the buzzer 

will no longer pulsate, but give off a solid tone. (The flasher unit itself will still operate the lights properly)  

If you have a 12 volt system you may be alright using 4 way flashers if you have the heavy duty flasher.  It is 

usually gold in color.   There is now only one manufacturer of 6 volt flashers and they canôt be considered, 

heavy duty.    RG
